1. Term: The term of this Agreement shall commence on the Agreement Effective Date (Customer Approval Date)
set forth below and will automatically renew on an annual basis, with an annual increase of %. Either Party may
terminate this agreement for any reason by giving thirty (30) days written notice to the other party with or without cause.
2; Scope of Service:

FOR PRELIMINARY ENGINEERING — STATE ADMINISTRATION

This Agreement is made and entered into by and between the State of South Dakota, acting by and
through its Department of Transportation, referred to in this Agreement as the “STATE,” and Brookings
County, South Dakota, referred to in this Agreement as the “COUNTY.”

BACKGROUND:

1.

The STATE has funding available for preservation, rehabilitation, or replacement of eligible local
public agency bridges. The funding is only available for bridges located on local public roads.

The COUNTY has applied for and the STATE has awarded to the COUNTY a Bridge Improvement
Grant (“BIG”) for preliminary engineering for structure number 06-120-053, project number BRF
6295(00)16-1 PCN 05NU, referred to in this Agreement as the “PROJECT.”

THE STATE AND THE COUNTY MUTUALLY AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

10.

The COUNTY applied for and was awarded a BIG for preliminary engineering for the PROJECT.

The STATE issued a letter on March 10, 2016 notifying the COUNTY of the award of the BIG. The
letter of award is attached to and incorporated in this Agreement as Exhibit A.

This Agreement is effective on the date of the letter of award attached as Exhibit A. The preliminary
engineering work contemplated by this Agreement will be completed no later than three years from the
date of the letter of award. No reimbursements will be processed by the STATE for work performed
after the date of March 10, 2019.

The COUNTY will select a professional engineering firm from the STATE'S current consultant
retainer list for the bride design category of work.

The STATE will hire the professional engineering firm selected by the COUNTY to perform the
preliminary engineering for the PROJECT. The scope of the preliminary engineering services to be
performed is identified in the attached Exhibit B.

The STATE will invite the COUNTY, and the COUNTY will participate in, all planning, scoping, and
inspection meetings held in connection with the PROJECT.

The STATE will submit to the COUNTY a draft type, size, and location (TS&L) report for the
PROJECT for the COUNTY'’S review and comment. The COUNTY will review the TS&L and provide
the COUNTY’S comments to the STATE. The STATE will address, in writing, all comments made by
the COUNTY to the COUNTY’S satisfaction.

The STATE will directly pay the professional engineering firm for all PROJECT costs.

The STATE will be responsible for eighty percent (80%) of eligible PROJECT costs not to exceed
the maximum BIG amount of fourty-one thousand, three hundred and sixty dollars ($41,360). The
COUNTY will reimburse the STATE for the COUNTY’S twenty percent (20%) match on eligible
PROJECT costs. Once the total BIG amount has been paid, the COUNTY will be responsible for one
hundred percent (100%) of all remaining PROJECT costs. The COUNTY will also be one hundred
percent (100%) responsible for any PROJECT costs incurred prior to the date of the letter of award.
The COUNTY will reimburse the STATE within thirty (30) days of receipt of a billing from the STATE.

The COUNTY certifies the COUNTY has a conflict of interest policy and enforces said policy.

The COUNTY certifies the COUNTY has filed an Internal Revenue Services (IRS) Form 990 in
compliance with federal law, if applicable. The COUNTY will display the filed IRS Form 990 on the
COUNTY’S website immediately upon filing.

The COUNTY certifies the COUNTY employs an effective internal control system.

The COUNTY certifies the COUNTY is in compliance with the federal Single Audit Act and the
requirements of SDCL § 4-11-2.1, if applicable. The COUNTY further certifies audits are displayed on
the COUNTY'’S website.

The COUNTY will include provisions in the COUNTY’S contracts and subcontracts requiring the
COUNTY’S contractors and subcontractors to comply with the applicable provisions of this Agreement,
to indemnify the STATE, and to provide insurance coverage for the benefit of the STATE, all in a
manner consistent with this Agreement. The COUNTY will cause the COUNTY’S contractors,
subcontractors, agents, and employees to comply with applicable federal, state, and local laws,
regulations, ordinances, guidelines, permits, and requirements and will adopt such review and
inspection procedures as are necessary to assure such compliance.

The COUNTY will indemnify the STATE, its officers, agents, and employees against any and all
actions, suits, damages, liability, or other proceedings that may arise as the result of the COUNTY’S
performance under this Agreement. This section does not require the COUNTY to be responsible for
or defend against claims or damages arising from errors or omissions of the STATE, its officers,
agents, or employees.

All PROJECT charges will be subject to audit by the STATE. The COUNTY and the COUNTY’S
contractors and subcontractors will keep accounting records clearly identified with this Agreement, and
will support all PROJECT charges by documents which evidence, in detail, the nature and propriety of
those charges.

Upon reasonable notice, the COUNTY and the COUNTY’S contractors and subcontractors will allow
the STATE, through any authorized representative, to have access to and the right to examine and
copy all records, books, papers, or documents related to services rendered under this Agreement. The
COUNTY will keep these records clearly identified and readily accessible for a period of three (3) years
after the date of final payment under this Agreement.

The COUNTY will abide by the requirements of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, incorporated in
and attached to this Agreement as Exhibit C.

The COUNTY will perform under this Agreement in compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act
of 1990 and any amendments.

This Agreement may not be amended, except in writing, which writing will be expressly identified as
a part of this Agreement, and be signed by an authorized representative of each of the parties.

This Agreement depends upon the continued availability of appropriated funds and expenditure
authority from the Legislature for this purpose. If for any reason the Legislature fails to appropriate
funds or grant expenditure authority, or funds become unavailable by operation of law or federal
funds reductions, the STATE may terminate this Agreement. Termination for any of these reasons is
not a default by the STATE nor does it give rise to a claim against the STATE.

The parties may terminate this Agreement by mutual written agreement. The STATE may also
terminate this Agreement if the COUNTY breaches any terms of this Agreement. If the STATE
terminates this Agreement due to the COUNTY’S breach, then any payments owed to the COUNTY
at the time of termination may be adjusted to cover any additional costs to the STATE because of
the COUNTY’S breach. The adjustment of payments will be in addition to any other remedies the

then the COUNTY will be paid for eligible PROJECT costs incurred up to the date of termination,
subject to the maximum limiting amount of the BIG.

The COUNTY must comply with all federal, state, and local laws, together with all ordinances and
regulations applicable to the work and will be solely responsible for obtaining current information on
such requirements. The COUNTY must procure all licenses, permits, or other rights necessary for
the fulfillment of its obligations under this Agreement.

This Agreement will be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of South
Dakota. Any lawsuit pertaining to or affecting this Agreement will be venued in Circuit Court, Sixth
Judicial Circuit, Hughes County, South Dakota.

If any court of competent jurisdiction holds any provision of this Agreement unenforceable or invalid,
such holding will not invalidate or render unenforceable any other provision of this Agreement.

All other prior discussions, communications, and representations concerning the subject matter of
this Agreement are superseded by the terms of this Agreement, and, except as specifically provided
in this Agreement, this Agreement constitutes the entire agreement with respect to its subject matter.

The COUNTY has designated its County Commission Chairperson as the COUNTY'S authorized
representative and has empowered the Chairperson with the authority to sign this Agreement on behalf
of the COUNTY. A copy of the COUNTY'S Commission minutes or resolution authorizing the
execution of this Agreement by the Chairperson as the COUNTY’S authorized representative is
attached to this Agreement as Exhibit D.

This Agreement is binding upon the signatories not as individuals but solely in their capacities as officials of
their respective organizations and acknowledges proper action of the STATE and the COUNTY to enter into

the same.

This Agreement is made and entered into by and between the State of South Dakota, acting by and
through its Department of Transportation, referred to in this Agreement as the “STATE,” and Brookings
County, South Dakota, referred to in this Agreement as the “COUNTY.”

BACKGROUND:

The STATE has funding available for preservation, rehabilitation, or replacement of eligible local
public agency bridges. The funding is only available for bridges located on local public roads.

The COUNTY has applied for and the STATE has awarded to the COUNTY a Bridge Improvement
Grant (“BIG”) for preliminary engineering for structure number 06-169-238, project number BRF
6319(00)16-2 PCN 05NV, referred to in this Agreement as the “PROJECT.”

THE STATE AND THE COUNTY MUTUALLY AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

The COUNTY applied for and was awarded a BIG for preliminary engineering for the PROJECT.

The STATE issued a letter on March 10, 2016 notifying the COUNTY of the award of the BIG. The
letter of award is attached to and incorporated in this Agreement as Exhibit A.

This Agreement is effective on the date of the letter of award attached as Exhibit A. The preliminary
engineering work contemplated by this Agreement will be completed no later than three years from the
date of the letter of award. No reimbursements will be processed by the STATE for work performed
after the date of March 10, 2019.

The COUNTY will select a professional engineering firm from the STATE'S current consultant
retainer list for the bride design category of work.

The STATE will hire the professional engineering firm selected by the COUNTY to perform the
preliminary engineering for the PROJECT. The scope of the preliminary engineering services to be
performed is identified in the attached Exhibit B.

The STATE will invite the COUNTY, and the COUNTY will participate in, all planning, scoping, and
inspection meetings held in connection with the PROJECT.

The STATE will submit to the COUNTY a draft type, size, and location (TS&L) report for the
PROJECT for the COUNTY’S review and comment. The COUNTY will review the TS&L and provide
the COUNTY’S comments to the STATE. The STATE will address, in writing, all comments made by
the COUNTY to the COUNTY'’S satisfaction.

The STATE will directly pay the professional engineering firm for all PROJECT costs.

The STATE will be responsible for eighty percent (80%) of eligible PROJECT costs not to exceed
the maximum BIG amount of fourty-one thousand, two hundred and eighty dollars ($41,280). The
COUNTY will reimburse the STATE for the COUNTY'S twenty percent (20%) match on eligible
PROJECT costs. Once the total BIG amount has been paid, the COUNTY will be responsible for one
hundred percent (100%) of all remaining PROJECT costs. The COUNTY will also be one hundred
percent (100%) responsible for any PROJECT costs incurred prior to the date of the letter of award.
The COUNTY will reimburse the STATE within thirty (30) days of receipt of a billing from the STATE.

The COUNTY certifies the COUNTY has a conflict of interest policy and enforces said policy.

The COUNTY certifies the COUNTY has filed an Internal Revenue Services (IRS) Form 990 in
compliance with federal law, if applicable. The COUNTY will display the filed IRS Form 990 on the
COUNTY’S website immediately upon filing.

The COUNTY certifies the COUNTY employs an effective internal control system.

The COUNTY certifies the COUNTY is in compliance with the federal Single Audit Act and the
requirements of SDCL § 4-11-2.1, if applicable. The COUNTY further certifies audits are displayed on
the COUNTY’S website.

The COUNTY will include provisions in the COUNTY’S contracts and subcontracts requiring the
COUNTY'’S contractors and subcontractors to comply with the applicable provisions of this Agreement,
to indemnify the STATE, and to provide insurance coverage for the benefit of the STATE, all in a
manner consistent with this Agreement. The COUNTY will cause the COUNTY’'S contractors,
subcontractors, agents, and employees to comply with applicable federal, state, and local laws,
regulations, ordinances, guidelines, permits, and requirements and will adopt such review and
inspection procedures as are necessary to assure such compliance.

The COUNTY will indemnify the STATE, its officers, agents, and employees against any and all
actions, suits, damages, liability, or other proceedings that may arise as the result of the COUNTY'S
performance under this Agreement. This section does not require the COUNTY to be responsible for
or defend against claims or damages arising from errors or omissions of the STATE, its officers,
agents, or employees.

All PROJECT charges will be subject to audit by the STATE. The COUNTY and the COUNTY'S
contractors and subcontractors will keep accounting records clearly identified with this Agreement, and
will support all PROJECT charges by documents which evidence, in detail, the nature and propriety of
those charges.

Upon reasonable notice, the COUNTY and the COUNTY'’S contractors and subcontractors will allow
the STATE, through any authorized representative, to have access to and the right to examine and
copy all records, books, papers, or documents related to services rendered under this Agreement. The
COUNTY will keep these records clearly identified and readily accessible for a period of three (3) years
after the date of final payment under this Agreement.

The COUNTY will abide by the requirements of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, incorporated in
and attached to this Agreement as Exhibit C.

The COUNTY will perform under this Agreement in compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act
of 1990 and any amendments.

This Agreement may not be amended, except in writing, which writing will be expressly identified as
a part of this Agreement, and be signed by an authorized representative of each of the parties.

This Agreement depends upon the continued availability of appropriated funds and expenditure
authority from the Legislature for this purpose. If for any reason the Legislature fails to appropriate
funds or grant expenditure authority, or funds become unavailable by operation of law or federal
funds reductions, the STATE may terminate this Agreement. Termination for any of these reasons is
not a default by the STATE nor does it give rise to a claim against the STATE.

The parties may terminate this Agreement by mutual written agreement. The STATE may also
terminate this Agreement if the COUNTY breaches any terms of this Agreement. If the STATE
terminates this Agreement due to the COUNTY’S breach, then any payments owed to the COUNTY
at the time of termination may be adjusted to cover any additional costs to the STATE because of
the COUNTY’S breach. The adjustment of payments will be in addition to any other remedies the

STATE may pursue as a result of COUNTY'S breach, and the STATE does not waive these other
remedies by making a payment adjustment. If termination is not due to a breach by the COUNTY,
then the COUNTY will be paid for eligible PROJECT costs incurred up to the date of termination,
subject to the maximum limiting amount of the BIG.

The COUNTY must comply with all federal, state, and local laws, together with all ordinances and
regulations applicable to the work and will be solely responsible for obtaining current information on
such requirements. The COUNTY must procure all licenses, permits, or other rights necessary for
the fulfillment of its obligations under this Agreement.

This Agreement will be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of South
Dakota. Any lawsuit pertaining to or affecting this Agreement will be venued in Circuit Court, Sixth
Judicial Circuit, Hughes County, South Dakota.

If any court of competent jurisdiction holds any provision of this Agreement unenforceable or invalid,
such holding will not invalidate or render unenforceable any other provision of this Agreement.

All other prior discussions, communications, and representations concerning the subject matter of
this Agreement are superseded by the terms of this Agreement, and, except as specifically provided
in this Agreement, this Agreement constitutes the entire agreement with respect to its subject matter.

The COUNTY has designated its County Commission Chairperson as the COUNTY'S authorized
representative and has empowered the Chairperson with the authority to sign this Agreement on behalf
of the COUNTY. A copy of the COUNTY’S Commission minutes or resolution authorizing the
execution of this Agreement by the Chairperson as the COUNTY’S authorized representative is
attached to this Agreement as Exhibit D.

This Agreement is binding upon the signatories not as individuals but solely in their capacities as officials of
their respective organizations and acknowledges proper action of the STATE and the COUNTY to enter into

the same.

This Agreement is made and entered into by and between the State of South Dakota, acting by and
through its Department of Transportation, referred to in this Agreement as the “STATE,” and Brookings
County, South Dakota, referred to in this Agreement as the “COUNTY.”

BACKGROUND:

The STATE has funding available for preservation, rehabilitation, or replacement of eligible local
public agency bridges. The funding is only available for bridges located on local public roads.

The COUNTY has applied for and the STATE has awarded to the COUNTY a Bridge Improvement
Grant (“BIG”) for preliminary engineering for structure number 06-169-239, project number BRF
6319(00)16-3 PCN 05NW, referred to in this Agreement as the “PROJECT.”

THE STATE AND THE COUNTY MUTUALLY AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

The COUNTY applied for and was awarded a BIG for preliminary engineering for the PROJECT.

The STATE issued a letter on March 10, 2016 notifying the COUNTY of the award of the BIG. The
letter of award is attached to and incorporated in this Agreement as Exhibit A.

This Agreement is effective on the date of the letter of award attached as Exhibit A. The preliminary
engineering work contemplated by this Agreement will be completed no later than three years from the
date of the letter of award. No reimbursements will be processed by the STATE for work performed
after the date of March 10, 2019.

The COUNTY will select a professional engineering firm from the STATE'S current consultant
retainer list for the bride design category of work.

The STATE will hire the professional engineering firm selected by the COUNTY to perform the
preliminary engineering for the PROJECT. The scope of the preliminary engineering services to be
performed is identified in the attached Exhibit B.

The STATE will invite the COUNTY, and the COUNTY will participate in, all planning, scoping, and
inspection meetings held in connection with the PROJECT.

The STATE will submit to the COUNTY a draft type, size, and location (TS&L) report for the
PROJECT for the COUNTY’S review and comment. The COUNTY will review the TS&L and provide
the COUNTY’S comments to the STATE. The STATE will address, in writing, all comments made by
the COUNTY to the COUNTY'’S satisfaction.

The STATE will directly pay the professional engineering firm for all PROJECT costs.

The STATE will be responsible for eighty percent (80%) of eligible PROJECT costs not to exceed
the maximum BIG amount of twenty-three thousand, six hundred and eighty dollars ($23,680). The
COUNTY will reimburse the STATE for the COUNTY’S twenty percent (20%) match on eligible
PROJECT costs. Once the total BIG amount has been paid, the COUNTY will be responsible for one
hundred percent (100%) of all remaining PROJECT costs. The COUNTY will also be one hundred
percent (100%) responsible for any PROJECT costs incurred prior to the date of the letter of award.
The COUNTY will reimburse the STATE within thirty (30) days of receipt of a billing from the STATE.

The COUNTY certifies the COUNTY has a conflict of interest policy and enforces said policy.

The COUNTY certifies the COUNTY has filed an Internal Revenue Services (IRS) Form 990 in
compliance with federal law, if applicable.

The COUNTY will include provisions in the COUNTY’S contracts and subcontracts requiring the
COUNTY’S contractors and subcontractors to comply with the applicable provisions of this Agreement,
to indemnify the STATE, and to provide insurance coverage for the benefit of the STATE, all in a
manner consistent with this Agreement. The COUNTY will cause the COUNTY’'S contractors,
subcontractors, agents, and employees to comply with applicable federal, state, and local laws,
regulations, ordinances, guidelines, permits, and requirements and will adopt such review and
inspection procedures as are necessary to assure such compliance.

The COUNTY will indemnify the STATE, its officers, agents, and employees against any and all
actions, suits, damages, liability, or other proceedings that may arise as the result of the COUNTY’S
performance under this Agreement. This section does not require the COUNTY to be responsible for
or defend against claims or damages arising from errors or omissions of the STATE, its officers,
agents, or employees.

All PROJECT charges will be subject to audit by the STATE. The COUNTY and the COUNTY’'S
contractors and subcontractors will keep accounting records clearly identified with this Agreement, and
will support all PROJECT charges by documents which evidence, in detail, the nature and propriety of
those charges.

Upon reasonable notice, the COUNTY and the COUNTY’S contractors and subcontractors will allow
the STATE, through any authorized representative, to have access to and the right to examine and
copy all records, books, papers, or documents related to services rendered under this Agreement. The
COUNTY will keep these records clearly identified and readily accessible for a period of three (3) years
after the date of final payment under this Agreement.

The COUNTY will abide by the requirements of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, incorporated in
and attached to this Agreement as Exhibit C.

The COUNTY will perform under this Agreement in compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act
of 1990 and any amendments.

This Agreement may not be amended, except in writing, which writing will be expressly identified as
a part of this Agreement, and be signed by an authorized representative of each of the parties.

This Agreement depends upon the continued availability of appropriated funds and expenditure
authority from the Legislature for this purpose. If for any reason the Legislature fails to appropriate
funds or grant expenditure authority, or funds become unavailable by operation of law or federal
funds reductions, the STATE may terminate this Agreement. Termination for any of these reasons is
not a default by the STATE nor does it give rise to a claim against the STATE.

The parties may terminate this Agreement by mutual written agreement. The STATE may also
terminate this Agreement if the COUNTY breaches any terms of this Agreement. If the STATE
terminates this Agreement due to the COUNTY'’S breach, then any payments owed to the COUNTY
at the time of termination may be adjusted to cover any additional costs to the STATE because of
the COUNTY’S breach. The adjustment of payments will be in addition to any other remedies the

Under South Dakota’s Juvenile Justice Reinvestment Initiative (SB73), the South Dakota Department of
Corrections is responsible for developing and administering a fiscal incentive program to incentivize county use of
diversion opportunities (SDCL 26-8D-2). The first year of this program ran from July 1, 2015 through June 30,
2016.

Included in this mailing you will find the application for funding under the Fiscal Incentive Diversion Program
which was discussed in prior communications throughout SFY2016 that began with a letter sent on July 21, 2015. 1
have also included one page of the data collection spreadsheet that was previously disseminated and the most
recent list of court approved diversion programs. Please note that the list is only comprised of non-Court Services
diversions. Any diversion overseen by Court Services is automatically considered court approved.

In order to receive funding from the program the following criteria must be met:

e The referred youth must have been referred to and complete the diversion program in SFY2016;

e The referral must have been to a court approved diversion program (SDCL 26-7A-10(4));

e The application for funding shall include data on the number of youths annually referred by the
county to a diversion program and the number of referred youths that successfully completed a
diversion program;

e The application for funding shall include program specific information for each youth including
the type of diversion referred to, the name, location and contact information for each diversion
provider, whether the youth completed a diversion program, and the type of completion the youth
received included in an Excel file or comparable log of admissions in an email to Bridget
Coppersmith at Bridget.Coppersmith@state.sd.us;

e Youth specific information shall also be included in the log component of the application for
funding and include the youth’s age, sex, race, ethnicity, and offense.

The allotment of funds will be based on the number of youths referred by each county that complete a court
approved diversion program at a rate of up to $250 per youth. Please note that this amount will be prorated if the
number of youths completing a diversion program statewide results in an amount that exceeds the allotted funds.

Applications will be accepted in the DOC Admin Office from September 1, 2016 to September 30, 2016. The
applications will be reviewed in October and allocation of funds will begin November 1, 2016.
