Dick Nichols moved to establish a speed limit for all township roads at 2 maximum of 55 mph
further know as Resolution 96-01, with said resolution acted upon in a state of emergency to
protect the roads, and the safety and welfare of all residents and travelers on such roads, Dale
Ishol seconded, All in favor, carried.

Dan Miller moved
to approve the minutes as written, Dale Ishol seconded, all in favor, carried.
